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Overview
“Ladies of the Canyon” picks up almost a year after “Daisy Jones and the Six” leaves off. The children of DJATS’ members and their friends steer clear of self-destructive habits that plagued the Boomer band members. However, as some of them become involved in projects stemming from the band’s reunion, they get caught up in the sexual politics of the music business, media, high-tech start-ups, and a few other hard places at the turn of the 21st century and beyond. The Gen- X and Millennial characters have very different demons to face as their careers take shape and their relationships get complicated. The older characters continue to grapple with their relevance. The careers, relationships, and rivalries of the ensemble evolve along with social changes, technical evolution, news events, and pop culture of the new century. 
Character Set Up  

In early 1998, L.A.-native Simone Jackson, Daisy Jones’ long-time best friend, returns to establish a second home base and expand her business interests as a musician and club owner beyond New York City. While attending a music industry night at The Mint with her recording engineer niece, Olivia Jackson, she is introduced by Rod Reyes, the band’s former road manager, to Rochelle Leavitt, an entertainment attorney, and her cousin Jessica Sachs, a tech-savvy publicist/writer. Impressed with their talents, insights, and initiative, she enlists them to help her fine-tune and promote new projects. She introduces them to Olivia, her recording engineer/DJ niece, and filmmaker Julia Dunne.
Julia Dunne’s documentary on her father’s once larger-than-life rock band is nationally televised and ignites a nostalgia wave that introduces the band to a new generation. It also opens doors to her own successful career as a filmmaker and photographer. The show also has a major impact on the personal and professional lives of her friends and peers working behind the scenes of the reunion tour, the “Aurora” album remaster, “Solstice” (an album of new material), and other projects moving into the next century.
Format 
Limited Run Series (8-10 episodes)
Main Character Bios-A New Generation 
Julia Dunne - For her graduation project in 1997, the USC film major created a documentary as a labor of love dedicated to her late mother Camila, father (Billy), and uncle (Graham). After earning her “A,” Billy submits the project to the heads of VH1 without her knowledge. Even with career opportunities piling up (including documenting the band’s tour), she has mixed feelings about her personal life going public and her dad’s motives. While Billy wants what’s best for her, she knows he also has an agenda to attain the fame and success he lost out on professionally with his drug addiction and dictatorial behavior. She hates the idea of being branded the 90s equivalent of a “nepo baby,” given her parents’ humble roots and her mother Camila’s hard work in establishing a solid reputation as a photographer/filmmaker in the face of marital issues, health problems, and other stresses.  
Rochelle Leavitt - Since relocating to Los Angeles from Chicago at age 6 with her parents, Rochelle’s true passion has been songwriting. However, to pacify her family, she graduates USC Law School intending to start a music industry and intellectual property practice. She likes to think of herself as free-spirit, but often takes herself too seriously and can be bossy and judgmental. She relates to the music industry, film, television, and writing clients successfully because she physically communicates that she can stand up to anybody. She prefers younger men and is non-committal, yet secretly afraid she will live out her life alone. She is married to her career despite her desire for a relationship. At the start of the story in 1998, she works in the legal department of a major label that has just signed the band in the wake of the documentary’s success on VH1. In addition to establishing her own law practice, she dreams of having the freedom to write and perform songs on the side. 
Jessica Sachs - Rochelle’s tech-savvy cousin and aspiring journalist, relocates to Los Angeles in 1990 to both escape her overprotective parents and earn her master’s in magazine journalism at USC after a run as a music/entertainment journalist during her undergrad years. Although she has never let her “small disability” stop her, by 1998 she accepts that she’s not wired for a 9-to-5 career path after being dumped by several magazines, PR firms, and boyfriends for “making people uncomfortable.” Under pressure to move back to Chicago after several professional setbacks, her “hail Mary” is to offer her services to a long-established indie lifestyle magazine publisher co-owned by Rod. She wins over the publishers and becomes a partner/editor through her ideas to turn the fledgling publisher into a multimedia company. In the process, she and a couple of peers co-develop a software program that promises to transform the PR and publishing industries...and make them wealthy in the process.
Patricia “Trish” Dunne- The wife of Graham Dunne and fifth-grade science teacher has lived a comfortable middle-class life in the Pittsburgh suburbs. However, as her husband is persuaded to go on tour (with his contracting company ostensibly in good hands), she is initially worried he will rekindle his romance with his bandmate. However, she quickly learns that’s the least of her problems. Her youngest son expresses his interest in becoming a professional rock musician and her older son falls for the charms of one of Warren Rojas’s and Lisa Crowne’s spoiled daughters. Lisa Crowne, meanwhile, is pressuring her to look and act more like a rock wife and get involved in her reality show. Julia, Jessica, Olivia, Kevin, and Rochelle inspire her to remain true to herself...something Graham appreciates.
Olivia Jackson-A recording engineer/DJ and Simone’s favorite niece. She attended NYU and maintained ties with Simone even while other, more religious family members have not. She is encouraged by Simone and Bernie, and later, the band members and her peer group to vie for higher profile projects involving female artists and music genres outside of her comfort zone to get ahead in the male-dominated business. She teams up with Julia to produce music videos and other projects for artists she has worked with. She becomes good friends with Rochelle, though her relationship with Noah (see below)tests their friendship later on.
Steve Park-A music industry hotshot and former music prodigy who masterminds the Daisy Jones and the Six “Solstice” reunion tour, record deal, and business affairs. He also has an active role in finalizing the deals for the “Solstice” record and gets Olivia to co-produce different tracks (Zach convinces him to allow his involvement, which Olivia initially doesn’t like as he may be competition and is less experienced). He sees this as a major career step that will bring him to prominence in the industry for both “heritage” acts and new artists. He is dating Julia, and a year earlier, he dated Rochelle when he was an AOR executive at the record label they both worked at. He has recreational drinking and drug issues he controls well at the start, even though he knows his dad had them, too. Billy Dunne is drawn to him because of their similar personalities, tenacity, and talent for making old-school ideas exciting again. 
Kevin Park - Steve’s younger brother and USC alum works as a commodities broker in Downtown L.A. He makes it known, however, that he’s more interested in art, design, and fashion. The necessity of compromising to keep the peace with his parents is something that bonded him and Rochelle during their USC years as friends and confidants. He enjoys doing fashion and home makeovers for fun and is supportive of his friends and, later, his niece Camila, as she faces similar struggles he did coming out. His friends, including Rochelle and Jessica, also have his back especially when his traditional parents can’t handle his true self. 
Zach Dunne: Graham Dunne’s younger son, to his parents’ initial dismay, is interested in pursuing his musical ambitions as a multi-talented instramentalist. Once the tour is announced, Zach decides, permission or not, that he’s going to tour with the band and even volunteer to be a roadie and be available to perform if his dad’s health is not holding up or “another band member needs the day off.” Uncle Billy is fully on board, noting Zach is probably key in carrying on the family legacy…even if his tastes lean toward alternative, Emo, Goth, Brit-pop, and its offshoots.
Chris Dunne: Graham and Trish’s older son is an academic overachiever and started college a year early at PENN State. He is very serious-minded and steers towards a career in aeronautical engineering. He discovers a fun side to his personality when he starts visiting Los Angeles as his father’s music career falls back into place. Even though the Rojas’ twin daughters come off as spoiled and entitled, Chris’ presence and intelligence has one of them, Becca, rethinking her upbringing and future plans.
Noah Evans: A junior partner in a prominent entertainment law firm, specializing in the music industry and related fields. He was a classmate/friend of Rochelle at USC during law school and continues to encourage her. He worries about her being too hot-headed and outspoken (she disagrees–it’s her job to argue). Early on, he harbors a crush on her and questions her judgment in dating Steve Park and surfer types, yet lobbies to get her on the legal team representing the band’s tour and business interests. Later, he takes an interest in Olivia Jackson. 
Camila Park: Julia and Steve’s daughter, born in July 2002, has a personality combining her maternal grandparents’ temperaments and ambitions. As she moves into her teens, she reveals herself to be a promising musician, singer, and songwriter who will become famous for fronting a ground-breaking all-woman band.
Jason Roundtree: Eddie and Jessica’s son, born in March 2002, has a happy childhood because of his parents’ unique professional arrangements and Jessica’s determination to give him the childhood she did not have. However, circumstances in 2016 end it prematurely. He channels his grief into writing, activism, and supporting causes and friends he believes in.
Returning Character Bios
Simone Jackson: The success of her New York City club Haven and unresolved family issues prompt her and wife Bernie to establish a second club and re-establish a home base in L.A. She and Bernie are big on introducing the ambitious younger characters to one another, seeing great potential in their allying with each other personally and professionally. She is impressed with lawyer Rochelle and publicist/writer Jessica, and hires them to help her put different elements of her new projects together and attract a new generation of music fans in the process. She also encourages Olivia to follow her dreams of becoming a recording engineer, even with the roadblocks she faces including her insecurities. She also keeps an eye on Julia as her personal and professional life becomes more complicated, especially as there are some parallels with what Daisy went through.
Eddie Roundtree: The jaded bassist feels wronged and abandoned by his bandmates but agrees to participate in the DJATS reunion tour for financial reasons once Steve Park and Noah Evans convince Billy Dunne that he is integral to the success of the reunion tour and new projects. He casually dates Jessica Sachs after Simone and Bernie fix them up. He is impressed with Jessica’s knowledge of bands, genres, and the industry, and is surprised to know they have friends in common, with her past as a college music journalist. Watching Jessica lay the groundwork for her success and financial independence as a publisher and software creator inspires him to demand back royalties from Billy, have his contributions Billy removed put back on the remastered “Aurora,” and be treated with respect. They initially agree to be “friends with benefits,” and he later gets upset with her for the direct way she tells him to reclaim what’s his. As the summer  1998 fling extends into fall, he realizes he’s fallen in love with her and grasps Camila (Sr.) took advantage of him even if she did not do it with malicious intent.
Lisa Crowne-Rojas:  With her movie star status fading but her looks still in place, she’s active on television in guest roles and nighttime soaps. But eventually, she needs to find a new way to stay relevant. It will be achieved through the burgeoning reality television boom, working as a special correspondent on entertainment news programs, and dabbling in lifestyle print media. She is a queen bee and has a disdain for many of the younger characters except Julia (whose increased influence can be helpful). She tries to convince Trish to look and act more like a rock wife, which Trish grows to resent even as her daughter and Trish’s older son are dating. While one daughter is walking in her footsteps and ends up becoming a blogger/influencer later on, the other loses interest in the privileged lifestyle she was raised in.
Billy Dunne: His daughter Julia’s success and exposure from the “Daisy Jones & The Six: Behind the Music”-like documentary gives him a new lease on life personally and professionally. He and Daisy finally have a healthy personal relationship. However, he falls back into some old patterns later on, calling the shots with everything including his daughter’s future. The experience of doing the documentary humbled him, but the prospect of new success compromises his newfound humility even though he stays clean and sober. He also finds himself threatened by anybody who tells him “no” or challenges his position on something(especially Rochelle, Jessica, Olivia, and even Julia), even if he knows they’re right.  
Daisy Jones: Daisy and Billy go all in on nostalgia based-activities and rekindle their creative relationship (and yes, write that song about Camila, his late wife). They enjoy the processes, and a new romance develops beautifully and organically at first. Later, it gets contentious over time, especially as Billy needs to control projects and people he feels don’t fall in with his agenda. She hires Julia for solo album covers and other projects, and later reaches out to her friends for projects and consulting that follow the “Solstice” tour: Olivia’s recording engineering talents, Rochelle’s legal savvy, and Jessica’s writing and high-tech communications skills. Unlike Billy, she is fine with her daughter choosing a career (pediatrics) outside of the entertainment industry. She later encourages Rochelle to take her songwriting skills seriously and perform, even if it is just for fun. Daisy sees a lot of herself in Rochelle, even if Rochelle took a much different path into the music industry.
Warren Rojas: He’s not changed much with his happy-go-lucky personality, except his experience and success as a sessions drummer inspires him to become more involved with the creative process of creating new material for “Solstice.” He also has to win back Eddie’s trust, especially as he was rude to Jessica with his wife at the 1998 Holiday party where the newer characters are introduced.
 
Episodes
Track 1: Celebrity Skin (1997- Early 1999) (90-minute premiere)
We are introduced (or re-introduced) to new and old characters at a holiday party in a rock star’s Mulholland Drive mansion on the Saturday after Thanksgiving 1998. The stage is set for Billy and Daisy to reveal that a new tour, a remastering of “Aurora,” and an album of new material (“Solstice”) will be in the works to influential industry guests. They credit Julia’s documentary and Steve Park’s industry prowess for making all of this possible. During the party, there are confrontations, rude awakenings, and other unplanned unpleasantries that come up.
The story then shifts back to early spring 1998 when Simone Jackson returns to Los Angeles to open a second club with wife Bernie, reconnect with her beloved niece Olivia, resolve a variety of issues with her family, and become bi-coastal to build her assets. During an industry night at a famous L.A. blues club, she is introduced by Rod Reyes to record label attorney Rochelle Leavitt and journalist/publicist Jessica Sachs. Impressed with their respective talents and fresh outlook, she enlists them for assistance with her latest professional endeavors. Eddie also happens to be at the club when this is going on, and is unaware of how the events that transpire will change the direction of his life.
Rochelle is recruited by former USC classmate Noah, a junior partner at a high-profile entertainment law firm, to represent the band on behalf of the label while he represents the musicians and band individually. He also convinces her to work with Simone as a private client on the side, but warns her she has to be careful as she is moonlighting while focusing on the “Solstice” project. Working for Simone also benefits Jessica, who is freelancing after numerous firings since her arrival in L.A. She approaches Rod’s publisher friend once her unemployment checks run out. When she and Eddie are introduced by Simone, Bernie and Rod, they simply “hang out” with no intention of hooking up since they have common friends and music industry experiences. However, those hangouts lead to a slow-burn relationship.
The band rehearsals and sessions go smoothly, in spite of some bad blood between Eddie and Billy. Billy blames this on Jessica once he figures out they are dating. Both Graham and Trish are apprehensive about his return to touring and recording (along with remastering his guitar skills and her concerns about Karen stirring his past emotions). Noah and Rochelle ease the band members’ concerns by explaining how their activities will ensure everything from trademarks to contracts will be handled with full professionalism. Trish, upon getting to know Karen, realizes Karen is the least of her worries. Lisa, who has let stardom and rock wife status go to her head, will be a bigger problem for Trish moving forward. She also realizes younger son Zach wants to tour with the band, and older son Chris take an interest in Lisa’s more sensible daughter, Becca.
This leads up to the fateful post-Thanksgiving/concert announcement soiree at Billy’s house, along with its fallout. Everything for the band, their families, and the new characters (Rochelle, Olivia, Jessica, Kevin) moves forward but in ways nobody could imagine.
Track 2: Going the Distance (1999-2001)
The “Solstice” Tour is about to go into full swing, and the behind-the-scenes work takes up the time of the younger characters. Simone takes Olivia to several recording sessions and concert dates close to L.A. and New York City to expand her music industry horizons and become involved in “Solstice.” This leads to Olivia and Noah getting to know one another. Julia is hard at work presenting the reinvigorated band at its best through film and photography, with Steve occasionally telling her how to do her job. 
After the DJATS “Solstice” tour launched in Spring 1999 goes into full swing, Zach spends his summer and vacation time touring with the band as a roadie. He is occasionally invited on stage to play guitar and keyboards when Graham catches a minor flu, and later, when Karen’s other commitments require her to take time off.
Rochelle’s bold approach to tackling the personalties of the different band members and the legal details of the upcoming tour, remastering, and new album puts some members off but wins the admiration of Daisy and Karen. As they get to know her, Rochelle admits she originally wanted to be a songwriter but found entertainment law to be a way she could live up to family expectations while still being a part of that world. She truly has the interests of creative souls at heart when doing her job. Even with that, Daisy encourages Rochelle to dabble in songwriting to “stay sharp” from an artist’s perspective.
Jessica is made a full publisher at Boulevard Media and learns that the software (“ReleaseMe”) she, the copy editor, and the graphic designer co-created for greater efficiency and better copy is in line for a patent. A bidding war ensues that can make them very rich. Noah and Rochelle keep Jessica grounded, reminding her to do what it takes to protect her interests and get credit, fair compensation, and royalties for the project with two other people involved. 
A couple of months after the first leg of the U.S. tour wraps and a short European tour is about to start in the fall, Eddie and Jessica marry in a courthouse wedding, with their respective family members, Bernie and Simone, and others present. During a casual post-wedding lunch at a bistro next door to the original Haven, Julia presents the couple a check for Eddie’s back royalties, which she and Steve encouraged Billy to pay him to make things right.
Track 3: Are You Gonna Be My Girl (2001-2003)
The band takes a break from touring to complete the “Solstice” album, with Olivia calling a lot of the shots and Zach getting involved with helping finish the unfinished songs. Lisa Crowne comes to terms with the fact that, unlike her musician counterparts, she needs a new career path as acting work dries up. Simone and Noah separately continue to persuade Olivia to think outside of hip-hop and sharpen her skills and exposure through work on other genres and projects. Rochelle continues writing songs in her spare time and moonlighting with Simone’s legal concerns, hoping this will open up doors to clients outside the label and a means to open up her own firm.
When Karen exits the band for good to focus on solo projects, Zach finds his permanent “in” into the band and other projects that allow him to work with his dad and uncle. He tells Chris this is his “graduate school,” which will allow him to have a sensible, permanent toe-hold in the industry. However, he is approached about making a solo album first, and his dad and uncle experience deja vu.
Chris becomes concerned for his father’s health as well as some suspicious activity happening back in Pennsylvania at the construction company. His engineering skills allow him to see corners have been cut in the quality of jobs coming out of it. Though Trish resents her minimal involvement with Lisa’s reality show as a member of Lisa’s circle, she gets exposed to other career tracks beyond teaching. Becoming good friends with Simone, Julia, Jessica, Rochelle, Kevin, and Olivia also has a positive effect on her outlook and confidence.
As summer 2001 winds down, Eddie and Jessica learn they brought back an unexpected souvenir from their post-tour second honeymoon in Thailand, and reflect how parenthood will affect their relationship...especially in the wake of 9/11. After learning Julia is pregnant, Steve and Julia marry in an elaborate New Year's Eve ceremony at Shutters on the Beach in Santa Monica combining Korean, Mexican, and American traditions, in which Kevin is involved. This “gig” further drives him away from his more “practical” job.
Track 4: Here it Goes Again (2004-2009)
Lisa Crowne’s reality series goes into production, providing Warren opportunities to promote his continued work as a sessions drummer within the context of the show. Even without drugs and excess, cracks begin to surface in Billy and Daisy’s relationship because of his impulses to control the outcomes of other people’s situations.
Although Julia and Steve now have two daughters and are recognized as a Hollywood power couple, Steve becomes distant and increasingly less pleasant to live with. The stress is rubbing off on Kevin, who finally decides to abandon his 9-to-5 job to do the kind of work that means more to him. He has the support of Simone and his friends, who help him find his first design gigs. While his parents and Steve are not fond of his choices, he gets support from his grandmother, a fun, open-minded personality who also takes a liking to Julia’s and Kevin’s friends.
Haven WeHo, hitting its 10th anniversary, is a solid hit among music venues, and Simone and Bernie continue to encourage Olivia to cherry-pick people who will be the best clients even with some contract work coming in. She and the elder DJATS members school her on how to deal with unwelcome sexual harassment that occasionally goes her way. She also knows Noah’s in her corner, and their relationship continues to develop. Rochelle is happy for Olivia but regrets passing over Noah years ago, and resigns herself to living her life sowing her wild oats when not focused on laying the foundation for her own firm.
Eddie has found a renewed sense of purpose when he collaborates with Zach on his solo record, and in passing discovers other young artists needing guidance and production services. He uses the money from his DJATS royalties, including what was restored to him from Billy to open a recording studio in Valley Village. As Eddie expresses concern about using money Jessica brought to the family through her tech and publishing pursuits (although she is a multi-millionaire by now) to secure son Jason’s future and educational endeavors, Becca and Chris (now working at a prominent aerospace company) offer to invest in the studio and, in turn, Zach’s potential as a solo artist. Through some introductions by Warren (who feels bad about Lisa’s behavior), he is also invited to be an instructor at various rock star camps for kids, teens, and adults. 
Eight-year old Camila Park approaches Eddie about teaching her how to play guitar and bass. Still in elementary school, she is too young for the rock camps, but Jason (her classmate) persuades his dad to show her a few tricks whenever she’s over the house for homework groups (or getting away from her growing problems at home).
Track 5: Safe and Sound (2010-2013)
Zach completes his first solo album with Eddie and Olivia producing, Jessica assisting with PR and marketing, Steve serving as manager, and Rochelle and Noah helping with the contracts. Simone arranges a showcase for him and some other young artists at Haven LA and Haven NY. While several labels show interest, he feels his dad and uncle’s label is a good place to start, though Steve steers him toward another label.
Within a year, he lands a top 10 single, a follow-up that does well, and guest spots on various talk shows (Lisa is angry he won’t go on her show, while Trish and Graham are proud of him). However, Zach’s career stalls by late 2013. He has insight into what makes Eddie tick as a producer and opens up to the possibility of doing other things in the industry.
While Julia is making money producing and filming music-related shows involving her husband’s clients, she feels the urge to return to her mother’s roots creatively and starts doing old-school art photography with musicians and other artists. Steve is not happy when he learns why she’s missed some deadlines and she announces a gallery show at Bergamot Station featuring her portraits and evocative still compositions of musicians (including Zach) and behind-the-scenes people like Olivia.
Lisa, needing to expand her media empire and boost the show’s ratings, finds a way to undermine Jessica and buy her out of the media company she helped build. Rochelle, Noah, and Simone, realizing Jessica fell for the manipulative actions of another publisher, Wendie Abernathy (a co-star who is really in cahoots with Lisa) urge Jessica to sell her share of Boulevard Media. Eddie, though too familiar with the experience of being pushed out of something he helped build, is privately relieved about the situation. He encourages her to go back to writing. Thanks to the huge passive income from the interest she earns from her software invention royalties, they can enjoy family time and follow their original passions.
Simone’s relationship with Bernie is put to the test when the club encounters building code issues and a health scare involving her vocal chords comes to pass and she’s completely emotionally prepared for it.
Track 6: Something for Nothing (2014-2016)
Eddie receives bad news about his health based on his past heavy smoking(though he quit during the couple’s honeymoon in Thailand at a fancy health retreat). It tears him up as he had been his happiest during his years married to Jessica, raising his son in a hands-on way, being a role model to young musicians like Zach and Camila Park (who is getting particularly skilled in bass guitar and songwriting) and other his recording studio clients, and finding peace with how his life progressed after the “Solstice” tour.  
Jessica and Jason find out about his health when Rochelle informs them he’s getting his affairs in order...and Jessica is pissed that she and Jason did not learn about it from Eddie directly. She is not speaking to Rochelle after the incident but gets support from Simone and Trish. She can at least take on new projects that keep her close to home and pick and choose what she’s passionate about.
Rochelle’s ‘girl boss’ approach to her career helps fuel interest in her solo law practice but alienates male love interests and her friends. Simone and Bernie are there for added support based on her own health scare. She begins a promising relationship with a much younger attorney she meets at a USC mixer. His being in a different field helps her refocus, and she realizes she has more in common with him than with the other men she’s dated. Noah and Olivia begin to date seriously while Chris and Becca get engaged and happy about the fact they don’t have to deal with the entertainment world 24-7.
Eddie’s life ebbs away, and Jessica and Jason try to spend as much quality time with him as possible. He makes them promise him they will concentrate their time on projects that really matter to them rather than do things just for the money. He remembers the talks he and Jessica had all those years ago about her interest in writing books that will be meaningful beyond passing trends. She feels Eddie’s input and support allowed both of them to have the freedom to find opportunities to make the family wealthy. Now that the family is well off, he tells her to follow her heart. He laments not making the best decisions over the course of his life, Jessica assures him his expertise and passion for music enabled him to touch many young lives besides their son, and his legacy would live on through those who approached him for advice.
Track 7: Dark Necessities (2016-2020)
Jessica tries to follow Eddie’s advice to mourn as long as she needs to but to not let life pass her by. She has a harder time with it than she expects, but Jason is a living reminder about the importance of being present and channeling grief into worthwhile projects. Julia invites Jessica to create the written portions of her coffee table book, and edit pieces submitted by various featured musicians featured in the book. Rochelle has everything in place to open her own firm, having Julia and Zach as her first anchor clients. Noah and Olivia marry.
Billy feels guilty about how he treated Jessica, but Jessica tells him that his behavior actually brought her and Eddie closer together. Several other characters take Eddie’s death hard, including Camila who saw him as a father figure while hiding from her own family’s problems. Daisy hires Jessica to help write her biography and tells her that she was grateful she came into the picture in 1998. Daisy believes her presence shook things up the right way, making their second and third acts in life possible. She and Simone encourage Rochelle to perform some of her songs and work with Olivia on a demo.
As Lisa’s run as a reality show queen winds down, she experiences a surge of regret about the way she behaves towards others. She has to rethink her values and change her ways to be a part of Chris and Becca’s life again.
Billy confronts Steve and expresses his personal experiences getting in the way of his judgment and not protecting Julia the way he should have. With Steve’s drinking problems, infidelity, and ego driving Julia to the brink, Simone organizes Jessica, Rochelle, Trish, Olivia, Kevin, and anybody else available to get Julia and her kids out of their house. Rochelle and Noah team up to help Julia find a good divorce attorney as Steve’s problems threaten to be a financial drain on Julia.
Camila, now in high school, taps into everything Eddie, Zach, Olivia and other professional musicians and producers have taught her. After being turned away from other bands, she decides to form her own band focusing on having as many female members as possible. Over time, applying Simone’s advice regarding evaluating other people’s honesty and work ethnic, she puts together a group of like-minded female musicians with similar tastes and outlooks on music. As the music that comes together is influenced by different elements of 70s and 90s music, and they all admire the resilience of artists running the gamut from Joni Mitchell to Hole, they decide to call themselves Ladies of the Canyon, or “LOTC,” based on Rochelle and Noah advising them to be careful about violating copyrights.
Camila’s songwriting is influenced by her mother and grandmother’s perseverance over adversity, as well as her own coming out and the political outlooks of her bandmates as the Trump presidency starts.
Track 8: Here to Forever (2020-Present Day)  
In the wake of three charting singles on the Alternative charts, and performing a cover on a recent movie soundtrack (a throwback teen rom-com inspired by the 1990s) Ladies of the Canyon/LOTC wins a prominent spot at the Coachella Music Festival. Zach proposes the idea of a live album and a “tour diary podcast” to the girls. Kevin consults on stage costumes and make-up, even if the band wants to maintain a “real and accessible” vibe to distinguish themselves from other popular acts like Taylor Swift to make their mark. The band uses Haven LA and Haven New York as their rehearsal space as Simone and Bernie reflect on whether or not they should retire, and what they would do when they did.
Billy has a heart-to-heart with Camila. He knows her life experience will keep her away from the vices plaguing his generation, but observes she can be demanding on her bandmates the way he was. He sees a similar dynamic play out between Camila and her guitar player, Mia D’Allesandro.
Jessica is killed overseas when researching a book project—the kind of “hard news” thing she had always wanted to do before the “need to fit in and belong” and the software projects took over. Julia has survivors’ guilt as she was supposed to be there to film and support the book and related projects. Jason tries to make sense of his life moving forward, changing his college major to reflect his interest in affecting public policy.
The surviving members of DJATS reflect on how they will spend their retirement years, and keep the spirit alive through their kids and grandkids. Trish feels her marriage to Graham and her friendship with the Gen-X characters made her feel vital and important beyond the conventional teaching career she had before 1997. Kevin opens an agency for design creatives, which thrives because his past career taught him about smart business strategy. Rochelle’s firm is hired to consult for his clients. He has the full support of his family now, and a life partner. Olivia concentrates on her work as a recording engineer, though she also acts as the touring engineer for LOTC.
At the end, Julia films daughter Camila explaining how the Ladies of the Canyon headliner appearance at Coachella took everything full circle. Camila tells the audience that even with hardship, there is always hope. Putting words to it adds much needed gravity, and human interactions reinforce the need for discussion and compromise.
